The school has been cleaned from top to bottom and it
is shining. The admin team and staff members have been in getting everything ready for our students
to start on Thursday September 5th.

With all of the new construction in our catchment Kingswood is starting to grow, just a bit. We will
have one additional class this year over last year. This was just announced last week so we are busy
reconfiguring the classes and are in the process of hiring an additional teacher. Be patient as we work
through all of the challenges that occur at the beginning of the school year.

School Hours

Our school hours are 8:40am to 2:55pm. Students coming by bus arrive between 8:25 am and 8:40am
and students arriving by car should also come for the same time. We ask that all students arrive no
later than 8:40am. All students should be in their classrooms and ready to start their day at 8:45am.
We will be going outside a lot so students should be dressed for the weather.

At Kingswood we have several students with nut allergies. Kingswood is a nut smart school which
means that parents should not knowingly send their child to school with any nut products. If you send
your child with a Wow butter sandwich you might want to label it, so that we know it is not peanut
butter and is safe for consumption at school. Just a reminder Nutella contains hazelnuts so it is not
permitted at school.

2024-2025 is going to be a another great year here at Kingswood! We will see all of our students
bright and early on Thursday September 5th!
